A film screening
and a performance lecture followed by talks with the artists
and academics will explore and expand the thematic issues of
the conference programme.

Gulzat Egemberdieva’'s experimental documentary films
Neither in the Mountain, nor in the Field (2023) and Mo-
scowtime (2020) illustrate the importance of alternative
historiography for the nomadic communities in central
Asia. Oral traditions, family photographs and storytelling
are woven into a poetic and very personal history. The
films oscillate between documentary, autobiography, his-
torical footage and video portraits, and convey a search
for identity between past and present as well as national
and regional borders in present-day Kyrgyzstan.

Gulzat Egemberdieva is an exper-
imental documentary filmmaker,
multimedia artist and researcher
currently living in Berlin. Her work
focuses on the pre- and post-So-
viet cultural history of Central Asia,
cultures of nomadism and remem-
brance between past and present
as well as national and regional
borders in present-day Kyrgyzstan.
