How does the application work?

Please send us all application documents by e-
mail: auslstud@fu-berlin.de. All PDF docu-
ments should be compressed into a ZIP file
labelled with your surname. The letters of
recommendation should also be sent directly
to us as PDFs by the recommender. Applicants
are selected during the winter semester in a
two-stage process: written pre-selection and
the final selection interview. The selection
panel then decides on the final nominations.
